The
recommendations in our Report will affect all
those who use trusts. Our draft Trusts (Scotland)
Bill is aimed at providing a modern system of
trust law, allowing Scotland to compete more
effectively in the global trusts world.

Insurance contract law for business

On 17 July 2014, the Commission and the Law
Commission for England and Wales published a
joint Report on Insurance Contract Law:
Business Disclosure; Warranties; Insurers’
Remedies for Fraudulent Claims; and Late
Payment. On the same day, the UK Government
introduced into the UK Parliament a Bill which
will implement the majority of the Report’s
recommendations.

Legal Writings (Counterparts and Delivery)
(Scotland) Bill

The Delegated Powers and Law Reform
Committee of the Scottish Parliament has taken
evidence on the Legal Writings (Counterparts
and Delivery) (Scotland) Bill. This is the first Bill
to be considered by the Committee under the
new procedure for certain Scottish Law
Commission Bills.
