Discussion Paper on Section 53 of the Title

In May the Commission published the Discussion 

Paper.  The consultation closed at the end of 

August.  The Commission is analysing the 

responses with a view to framing recommendations 

and preparing a draft Bill.  The Bill will be issued for 

consultation early in 2019. 

Insurable Interest Bill 

The extended consultation period on a working draft 

of a Bill on insurable interest finished at the end of 

October.  In this joint project, the Commission and 

the Law Commission for England and Wales will now 

consider all of the comments offered and, in light of 

those comments, decide on the most appropriate
