The Commission and the Law Commission of
England and Wales published a joint consultation
paper on surrogacy on 6 June 2019. The paper is
entitled Building families through surrogacy — a new
law, and is available here. We seek views by
27 September 2019.

Report on Section 53 of the Title
Conditions (Scotland) Act 2003

In April 2019, the Commission published the
Report with recommendations designed to clarify
the rules on enforcing real burdens. The Report is
available here.

Having received evidence that section 53 of the
2003 Act causes significant difficulties in practice,
the Justice Committee recommended that the
Scottish Government should refer section 53 to
the Commission. The Scottish Government did
so. In January 2019, the Commission consulted
on a working draft of the Bill. This Report
completes the Commission’s work on the issue.

Trust Law reform: further work

In December 2018 the Commission published a
revised version of the Trusts (Scotland) Bill. This
complements and develops law reform
recommendations made in the Commission’s
2014 Report on Trust Law. For the Bill and further
details, see here.
