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Dear Consultee,
ASPECTS OF LEASES: TERMINATION

CONSULTATION ON DRAFT LEASES (AUTOMATIC CONTINUATION ETC.) (SCOTLAND)
BILL

We invite comment on the above mentioned consultation paper which has been published
today. The paper is available on our website at https://www.scotlawcom.gov.uk/law-
reform/consultations/.

The consultation paper seeks consultees’ views on the draft Leases (Automatic Continuation
etc.) (Scotland) Bill which is to accompany our forthcoming Report on Aspects of Leases:
Termination.

The draft Bill, which would apply to all leases other than specified residential and agricultural
leases, makes provision for a range of matters including:

e When a lease will continue automatically or terminate at the end of its term (“tacit
relocation”)
e The means by which parties may contract out of automatic continuation of a lease

¢ What notice must be given by landlord or tenant to prevent automatic continuation of a
lease at the end of its term

e The means by which notice may be given by landlord or tenant
e The duration of a lease and date of entry in the absence of agreement

e Other matters relating to the start, end or length of a lease.

Consultation is critical in all our law reform projects to ensure that the final recommendations
contained in our report would, if implemented, result in law which is just, principled, responsive
and easy to understand. We would therefore be grateful to receive your views on the draft Bill
and, in particular, any or all of the aspects highlighted in the consultation paper.They will be
fully considered and analysed in the course of reaching our final conclusions. Even if you agree
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with our proposals but do not wish to make any further comments, a brief note to that effect
would be most helpful as an indication to us that the draft Bill is on the right lines.
