In their Programme for Government, published in

longer-term programme of implementation of Scottish 

Law Commission Reports to be introduced during this 

Parliament, such as Trusts, Judicial Factors, Contract 

law, Title Conditions, Cohabitation and Damages for 

Personal Injury.”  We welcome this, particularly the 

news on the Moveable Transactions Bill, and we look 

forward to engaging with the implementation of a 

number of our recent Reports.

Publications 
 
Homicide 

Our Discussion Paper on the Mental Element in 
Homicide, seeking views on possible reform of the 
law in this area, was published on 27 May 2021.  
The consultation period for the Discussion Paper 
closed on 15 October (extended from 27 August). 
 
The Discussion Paper considered a wide range of 
issues including: 
 

 The current bipartite nature of Scots 
homicide law, which comprises the 
offences of murder and culpable 
homicide;  

 The language of Scots homicide law and 
whether the offences of murder and 
culpable homicide might benefit from 
statutory redefinition;  

 The applicability of and options for reform 
in relation to defences to a charge of 
homicide, including self-defence, 
necessity, coercion, provocation and 
diminished responsibility;  

 Whether a new partial defence should be 
created for people who kill following 
prolonged domestic abuse. 
 

Now that our consultation on the Discussion Paper 

is closed the homicide team is currently analysing 

the views of consultees and developing policy on 

the issues covered.  We will, in due course, 

commence work towards publication of a Report.

The draft Leases (Automatic Continuation 
etc.) (Scotland) Bill 
 
In relation to our project on Aspects of Leases: 
Termination we are currently consulting on a draft of 
a Bill codifying and reforming the law of tacit relocation 
of leases and other termination-related matters.  

Full details of the consultation, which runs until Friday 
28 January 2022, can be found on our current 
consultations page.  We will thereafter proceed to 
publication of a Report and draft Bill later in 2022.
